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The Opera House Players is a community theater group which produces two to four shows each
year in the restored 1903 Elkader Opera House and occasional other venues.  The productions
usually are a musical in the fall of the year and a smaller production in the spring.  This
organization also supports children’s theater in the summer on a frequent basis as well as an
annual community Christmas Fantasy Concert in early December.  The group will frequently have
special productions for area school children and invite them to attend at no or little cost.  This
organization has also arranged to have touring theater groups appear at the Opera House.  Opera
House Players is in existence solely for the purpose of promoting the arts and cultural activity in
northeast Iowa and southwest Wisconsin by producing shows involving local amateur performers
and exposing the community to musical theater as well as comedies and dramatic performances. 
We feel these activities are substantially related to the purpose that is the basis for the
organization’s exemption.  Therefore, we have not filed Form 990-T.
